Egg Caps Karlie

At Easter, it is customary to dye and decorate eggs. It's fun and looks pretty. With
the Karlie egg caps, you can create something truly special from Easter eggs. Seven
different versions of a small cap turn the egg into a bunny, a chick, or a boy with a
cool hat, or a girl with braids and a headscarf. These Easter eggs are a unique twist
for the Easter nest or the Easter tree. The caps are designed to fit eggs of size M.

All the caps are sewn from jersey fabric. This is perfect for using up fabric scraps.

Sewn pieces made from this pattern may be sold without any quantity restrictions.
The author of the pattern ('Egg Caps Karlie' by Stephankie-Dreams) must be
credited in the description text. Mass production, publication of the eBook, or
sharing any parts of it is expressly prohibited.

Stepirankie~Dreams
No liability is assumed for any errors in the instructions
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= When cutting pattern pieces, a seam allowance of approximately 3/8
in is often added. This ensures that the garment will not be tighter than it should be
when sewn.

= This refers to trimming the seam allowance after sewing. This
makes the seams flatter.

= For corners or curves, small notches are made in the seam allowance after
sewing, so that the seam lies flat and the corner can be properly pushed out after

turning.

= To prevent the seam from coming undone, a few stitches must be sewn
forward and backward at the beginning and end of each seam.

= The right side of the fabric is the more attractive side and should
be used as the outer side.

= The left side should be used as the inner fabric side. It is the less
attractive side of the fabric.

= This refers to the fabric grainline that must be observed when cutting
pattern pieces.

= The fabric is guided along the edge of the presser foot during
sewing.

= Sew on appliqués using a zigzag stitch (stitch width 3.5 and stitch length 0.9).
Use thread that matches each appliqué's color.

= Here, sew close to the edge of the fabric.
= Here, sew over an edge to additionally stabilize it.
= The creation of gathers.

= Here, two pattern pieces are placed together with the right
sides facing each other. The less attractive side is therefore on the outside.



= Here, a zigzag stitch is used to sew over the fabric edges to prevent fraying
and/or to sew them together at the same time.

= The pattern is placed once with the writing facing up on the fabric, and once
mirrored along the fold edge on the fabric.

Please read the instructions carefully before you start sewing, as this will answer
most questions in advance.

Unless otherwise stated, always sew with a presser foot width.

Print only the pattern in black and white to save costs and be environmentally
friendly. The instructions are easy to read on screen.
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The following print settings must be configured:

Pages to print:

Select the Pages setting and enter the specific page numbers you need in the

designated field.
Size:
Choose Actual Size.

Orientation:

Select Automatic Portrait/Landscape.
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Print all pattern pieces you need in their
original size. Paper size must be 100%.

For verification, there isa 2 in x 2 in
check box on the pattern. Measure it
carefully. First, print only the first page
of the pattern and check if the
measurements of the check box are
correct. If the measurements are
correct, you have printed your pattern
correctly. Now, print the remaining pages
you need with the same print settings.

These include pink, which I used as the
face color, and yellow, which is for the
chick.

For the Easter tree, I painted the blown-
out eggs with acrylic paint.

Here, you can choose any color you want
that matches the beanie.
